The Civilian Conservation Corps (CCC)

The Roman Numerals indicate that this was a replacement post set in the 1930's by the Civilian Conservation Corps CCC -- part of Roosevelt's Works Progress -- taking urban men off the street and putting them in rural camps to do various work.  One task assigned was to retrace the PLSS in Florida and to set lightwood posts at corner locations, but to use roman numerals so they would not be confused

with the originals that used regular numbers.
